*These groups supply their own costume. There are used costumes to purchase or our Costume Chairperson is available to sew for you at a very reasonable rate if you can’t make it yourself.

New for 2007-2008    

Festival / Exam Prep Class is available to all Kryla dancers!
Dancers are invited to dance a second night of the week to further develop on Ukrainian dance skills – there will be no Barre component to this class, simply working on choreographies such as dances that may be performed at festivals and competitions in small group, duet, or solo categories as well as represent KRYLA in the community at other small events we get requested to provide dancers for. The way that this class will work is that dancers register for a dance (solo, duet, Shumka Syllabus exam, etc) with Nathaniel, and then for about a 4-6 weeks they will be scheduled to attend the Tuesday timeslot.  The practices for any dancer will be spread out to give the dance time to practice the choreography(s) they are working on.  So the classtimes that a dancer actually attends is very flexible and would not be over the entire year – functioning somewhat like swimming lessons at the pool do – on for a month, and then that’s it!  
Fees for these classes will be posted as soon as the information is available!

Registration 
cheques should be made payable to Kryla and can be made in three installments of post-dated cheques, the final being dated November 15, 2007.  Registration fees must be paid by this date.

Please note:  The instructor may move your child to a different group.  Fees will be adjusted as necessary. Dancers have 3 weeks to decide if they will continue dancing, after which no registration fees will be refunded.  If a dancer decides to withdraw during the probationary period, parents must inform the dance instructor and the president.  

FOOTWEAR

The Beginner, Junior, Intermediate and Senior Groups wear slippers that cost approximately $25.00. The Senior & Performance Group girls wear character shoes that the club rents for $15.00/season plus a $50.00 “damage deposit” is required that will be returned at the end of the season when the shoes are returned in good condition.  The Performance Group dancers all wear red boots that cost approximately $250.00 new or you can purchase used ones if they are available.  Rental shoes and costumes will not be given out until all fees are paid in full.

BINGOS

Our club does work bingos with the exception of first time members who have children dancing for the first time.  The requirements are as follows:  Beginner & Junior Groups – 1 bingo, Senior & Intermediate Groups – 2 bingos and the Performance Group - 3 bingos.  Undated cheques for $50.00 per bingo are required as a security deposit

VOLUNTEER HOURS

To run a fair club, we ask that each family works 5 volunteer hours.  We hold 2 events each year so it is easy to fulfill this requirement.  At the time of registration we require each family to leave a $50.00 undated cheque that is not cashed unless they do not complete the volunteer work by the end of the season.

MEETINGS

We have approximately 4 meetings throughout the season.  It is very important to attend these meetings as they will keep you informed about the events going on in the dance club as well as answer any questions you may have for the executive. Our first meeting will be our Annual General Meeting, which will be held on September 28, at 7:00 at H.E.B. Middle School Library at 7:00 PM.

SPECIAL EVENTS

Our dance season runs from September – May.  Throughout the year we have 2 concerts:  our family dinner & dance in January – “Malanka”, which is Saturday, January 13th this season (with rehearsal Friday night).   This event is held at the Agriplex starting with a Ukrainian meal, followed by the dancers’ performance and ending with a family dance. We have our Year End Concert at the end of April or beginning of May on a Sunday afternoon, which is usually at Dr. Brosseau School.  Dancers do not pay for either of these events but family members do.  Prices for Malanka tickets are:  Adults - $30.00, Children 4 – 12 years - $10.00, 3 & under are free.  The year-end concert tickets are: Adults - $5.00, Children 4 – 12 years - & Seniors - $3.00. Guests may be invited to both. We also have professional photographs taken at the Year End Concert, which are available to purchase for about $8.00 per package which includes an individual & group photograph.  Both events require the girls’ hair to be braided, which may be an added cost if it’s done at a hair salon.

COMPETITIONS

With the exception of the Beginner Group we attend 2 competitions in the spring.  They may be as close as St. Paul or as far as St. Albert or North Battleford.  We usually do not know exact dates and times of these competitions until March.   Members have to pay approximately $9.00 per dance to enter these competitions plus there will be travel expenses such as food and hotel rooms.  There is sometimes a minimum fee charged (approximately $5.00 per day) to watch these competitions.
